The Jaguar Classic Parts Jaguar Saloon Championship is for competitors participating in Jaguar & Daimler 4-Door Saloons and XJ6 model 2-door saloons, powered by 6 cylinder Jaguar power units. Daimler V8 2½ Litre saloons of 1960s Mark II design are also eligible
1. SPORTING REGULATIONS - GENERAL

1.1
Title & Jurisdiction:

The Jaguar Classic Parts Jaguar Saloon Championship  is organised and administered by the Jaguar Enthusiasts’ Club in accordance with the General Regulations of the Royal Automobile Club Motor Sports Association (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA) and these Championship Regulations.

Garlands and Trophies are to be provided for presentation at the end of each race or at an end of the meeting presentation ceremony.

Entertainment Tax Liability.

In accordance with current government legislation, the Jaguar Enthusiasts’ Club is legally obliged to withhold tax at the basic rate on all payments to non-UK resident sportsmen/women.

That is, those persons who do not have a normal permanent residence in the UK.  The UK does not include the Isle of Man, Channel Islands or Eire.  This means that, as the organiser, the JEC is required to deduct tax at the current rate applicable from any such payments they may make to non-UK residents. Under certain circumstances, it may be possible for competitors to enter into an agreement with the Inland Revenue to limit the tax withheld.  Any application for such an arrangement must be made in writing and not later than 30 days before the payment is due.

3. 
SPORTING REGULATIONS - CHAMPIONSHIP RACE MEETINGS & RACE PROCEDURES

3.1
Entries:

3.1.1
Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct entry fees prior to the entry dates  which shall be 10 days before each round.

3.1.2
Incorrect or incomplete entries (Including Driver to be Nominated Entries) are to be held in abeyance until they are complete and correct and the date of receipt for acceptance of entry purposes shall be the date on which the Secretary of the Meeting receives the missing or corrected information or fee.

3.1.3
Any withdrawal of Entry or Driver/Car changes made after acceptance of any entry must be notified to the Secretary of the Meeting in writing. If Driver/Vehicle changes are made after publication of Entry Lists with Final Instructions the Competitor concerned must apply for approval of acceptance by the Stewards of the Meeting BEFORE Signing-On.

3.1.4
The Maximum Entry Fee for each round shall be in accordance with the Supplementary Regulations for that round.

3.1.5
In the event of any rounds being oversubscribed the Organising Clubs, in liaison with the JEC may at their discretion run Qualification Races. For Qualification Race Procedures see 3.13 of these Regulations.

3.1.6
Reserves are to be nominated on the Final List of Entries published with Final Instructions or Amendment Sheet Bulletins. All Reserves will practice and replace withdrawn or retired entries Reserve Number order irrespective of class. If Reserves are given Grid Places prior to issue of the first Grid Sheets for any round the times set in Practice shall determine their grid positions. If Reserves are given places after publication of the grid sheet and prior to cars being collected in the Official "Assembly Areas" they will be placed at the rear of the Grid and be  started  without  any  time delay. Otherwise, they will be held in the Pitlane and be released to start the race after the last car to start the GREEN FLAG LAP or last car to take the start has passed the startline or pitlane exit, whichever is the later.  Such approval to start MUST be obtained from the Clerk of the Course.

3.2
Briefings:

Organisers should notify Competitors of the times and locations for all briefings in the Final Instructions for the meetings. Competitors must attend all briefings.

3.3
Practice:

The minimum period of practice to be 6 laps.

Should any Practice Session be disrupted the Clerk of the Course shall not be obliged to resume the session or re-run sessions to achieve the championship criteria and the decision of the Clerk of the Course shall be final.

3.4
Qualification:
Each driver should complete a minimum of 3 laps practice in the car to be raced and in the correct session in order to qualify for selection and order of precedence as set out in the MSA Regulations G.15.  The Clerk of the Course and/or Stewards of the Meeting shall have the right to exclude any driver whose practice times or driving are considered to be unsatisfactory - as per MSA Regulation G.15.

3.5
Races:
The standard minimum scheduled distance shall be 15 minutes plus 1 lap whenever practicable but should any race distance be reduced at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course or Stewards of the Meeting it shall still count as a full points scoring round.

3.6
Starts:
3.6.1
All race start countdowns are to have a minimum elapsed period of 3 minutes from the time all cars are released to form up on the grid to the start of the Green flag Lap(s) in the formation as specified on the Track Licence for each circuit.

3.6.2
The minimum Countdown procedures/audible warnings sequence shall be:-



Standing/Rolling Starts:-

1 minute to start of Green Flag/Pace Lap - Start Engines/Clear Grid.

30 Seconds - Visible and audible warning for start of Green Flag/Pace Lap.

3.6.3
The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds is prohibited.

3.6.4
Any cars removed from the grid after the 1 minute stage or driven into pits on Green Flag lap shall be held in the pitlane and may start the race after the last car to take the start from the grid has passed the startline or pitlane exit, whichever is the later.

3.6.5
Any drivers unable to start the Green Flag/Pace lap or start are required to indicate their situation as per MSA Regulation G.53 and any drivers unable to maintain grid positions on the Green Flag Lap to the extent that ALL other cars are ahead of them, may complete the Green Flag lap but MUST remain at the rear of the last row of the grid but ahead of any cars to be started with a time delay.

3.6.6
Excessive weaving to warm-up tyres - using more than 50% of the track width, and falling back in order to accelerate and practice starts, is prohibited.

3.6.7
A five second board will be used to indicate that the grid is complete.  The red lights will be switched on five seconds after the board is withdrawn. In the event of any starting lights failure the Starter will revert to use of the National Flag.

3.7
Race Stops
3.7.1
Should the need arise to stop any race or practice, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the Startline and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the Startline and at all Marshals Signalling Points around the Circuit.

This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable pace and to return to the starting grid area which will automatically become a Parc Ferme area.

Cars may not enter the Pits unless directed to do so.  Work on cars already in the Pits must cease when a race is stopped.

3.7.2
Case A  - Less than two laps completed by Race leader.

The Race will be null and void.  The race will restart from the original grid positions.  Competitors unable to take the restart may be replaced by reserves who will start from the back of the grid in reserve order.  Gaps on the grid should not be closed up.  The length of the restarted race will be determined by the Clerk of the Course.

3.7.3
Case B - More than two laps completed by Race Leader but less than 50% .The Race will restart from a grid set out by the finishing order of part one, (G.23).  The result of the race will be the finishing order at the end of part 2.  [Unless specified differently herein].  The length of the restarted race will be determined by the Clerk of the Course.

3.7.4
If the leader has completed more than 50% of the race distance or duration it shall not be re-started and the results will be declared in accordance with MSA Regulation G.23.

3.8
Re-Scrutiny:

All vehicles reported involved in contact incidents during races or practice must be re-presented to the Scrutineers before continuing in the races or practice.

3.9
Pits & Pitlane Safety:

3.9.1
Pits. Entrants must ensure that the MSA, Circuit Management and Organising Club Safety Regulations are complied with at all times. 

3.9.2
Pitlane:
The outer lane or lanes are to be kept unobstructed to allow safe passage of cars at all times. The onus shall be on all Drivers to take all due care and drive at minimum speeds in pitlanes. 

3.9.3
Refuelling: May only be carried out in accordance with the MSA Regulations G.67-70, Circuit Management Regulations and the SRs or Final Instructions issued for each Circuit/Meeting. 

3.9.4
Speed Limit
Pit Lane Speed Limit will be as documented in the regulations of the venue on which the Meeting is being held or Circuit regulations.

3.10
Race finishes:

After taking the Chequered Flag drivers are required to: Progressively and safely slow down, remain behind any competitors ahead of them, return to the Pit Lane Entrance/Paddock Entrance as instructed, comply with any directions given by Marshals or Officials and to keep the helmets on and harnesses done up while on the circuit or in the pitlane.

3.11
Results:

All Practice Timesheets, Grids, Race Results are to be deemed PROVISIONAL until all vehicles are released by Scrutineers after Post Practice/Race Scrutineering and/or after completion of any Judicial or Technical Procedures.

3.14 Operation of Safety Car

3.14.1 The Safety Car will be brought into operation to neutralise                                a race upon the sole decision of the Clerk of the Course.

3.14.2
It is anticipated that in most cases the Safety Car will join and exit the circuit from the pit lane, and that the Safety Car boards will be shown initially from the startline, if for safety reasons either of these procedures are to be varied a specific drivers and observers briefing will be given at the event, detailing the exact procedure to be used.

3.14.3
On the order from the Clerk of the Course, the Safety Car will join the circuit with its revolving lights on, regardless of where the race leader is.

3.14.4
When the order is given to deploy the Safety Car a stationary yellow flag and “SC” board will be displayed at the start finish line, and subsequently at each flag post, as the Safety Car approaches their sector.  A second yellow flag may be used at those points where additional hazards are present. At circuits where the Safety Car is deployed from a location other than the pit lane exit see (3.14.2) above.

3.14.5
Flashing yellow lights may also be used at the startline and at other points around the circuit. 

3.14.6
Each time the Safety Car passes a flag point the yellow flag will be waved continuously while the Safety Car and all competing cars following it remain in the section between this point and the next flag point.

3.14.7
All competing cars, when notified of the Safety Car intervention (by the flag signals, SC boards, or by any other means) will reduce speed and line up behind the Safety Car, no more than 5 car lengths apart, and maintaining the same speed as it.  Overtaking or overlapping of any other competing car during a Safety Car intervention is forbidden.  Overtaking of a Safety Car is forbidden unless the particular competitor concerned is signalled to overtake the Safety Car by the observer in the Safety Car.

3.14.8
When ordered to do so by the Clerk of the Course, the observer in the Safety Car will wave past any cars between the Safety Car and the race leader.  These cars will continue at reduced speed and without overtaking until they reach the line of cars behind the Safety Car.

3.14.9
While the Safety Car is in operation competing cars may stop at their Pit, but may not rejoin the track while the Safety Car and the line of cars following it are passing the Pit Exit.  A car rejoining the track will proceed at reduced speed and without overtaking until it reaches the end of the line of cars behind the Safety Car.

3.14.10
The Safety Car will remain in operation until at least all competing cars on the circuit are lined up behind it.

3.14.11
When the Clerk of the Course calls in the Safety Car it will extinguish the yellow flashing lights prior to exiting the circuit. (It is recommended that a minimum of 25% of a lap for circuits over 2 miles, and 50% of a lap for circuits under 2 miles should be completed with the lights extinguished).

3.14.12
Following the withdrawal of the safety car and prior to passing the green flag, the race leader will maintain the pace.

3.14.13
When the Safety Car pulls off the circuit a green flag will be waved at the start line and/or the green light shown.  Overtaking remains strictly forbidden until the car passes the green flag at the start line.  All flag posts will withdraw their yellow flag and “SC” board, in race direction rotation and replace them with a stationary green flag for one lap.

Each lap covered while the Safety Car is in service will be counted as a race lap].

5. TECHNICAL REGULATIONS

5.1
INTRODUCTION:

The following Technical Regulations are set out in accordance with the MSA specified format and it should be clearly understood that if the following texts do not clearly specify that you can do it you should work on the principle that you cannot.

5.2      General Description:

5.2.1 The JEC Jaguar Saloon Racing is for competitors                                         participating in Jaguar & Daimler 4-Door Saloons and XJ6 model 2-door saloons powered by 6 cylinder Jaguar power units. Daimler V8 2½ Litre saloons of 1960s Mark II design are also eligible.  NB: Supercharged cars are prohibited but may qualify for the JEC Sports Car series.

5.2.2 Competitors are responsible for identifying the correct class for their vehicles and for ensuring that all relevant regulations for that class are adhered to.  


The classes are:

Class A
Standard Road Going up to 1994.

Class B
Modified Road Going up to 1994.

Class C
Modified Road Going on pre 1957 design Mk VII, VIII and IX, 2.4 models, to include later 2.4 models but excluding Daimler V8.

Class D
Race modified cars pre 1994. 

Class E
Post 1994 standard road going & normally aspirated XJR models. XJ40 Models fitted with AJ16 engines

Class I 
JEC discretionary invited cars/drivers whose cars may not fully conform to these regulations. This class is to attract new  contenders. THESE WILL NOT QUALIFY FOR TROPHIES 

5.2.3 Cars may be brought up to any series production specification FOR THAT MODEL, unless otherwise stated.

5.2.4 Model hereafter shall mean the same body shell type, shape and size.

5.2.4.1 XJ6 Series1,2,3 & XJ Coupe cars will be deemed the same model 

5.2.4.2 Mk1, Mk2, “old” S Type & 420 cars will be deemed the same model.

5.2.4.3 Class C - MkV11,  V111 & 1X will be deemed the same model.

5.2.4.4 Notwithstanding the above those variants of the same model class will retain their original suspension and axle configuration.  


5.3 
Safety Requirements:

5.3.1 The Articles of MSA C (c) Safety Criteria Regulations as specified in section G96 -136 of the Technical Regulations will apply.

5.3.2 Additionally, a red warning light conforming to C (c) 69-71 must be fitted.

5.3.3 Any fire extinguishers must conform with C (c) 52-66

5.3.4 Competitors attention is drawn to the general safety recommendations contained in C (c) 105-116.

5.4
General Technical Requirements & Exceptions:

5.4.1 All vehicles must comply with the requirements contained in sections C (b) & G of the MSA Technical Regulations.

5.4.2 The broad principle of the class structure is that classes A, B and C are based on the factory production specification with limited modification.  Class D provides for more latitude with modifications whilst remaining visually close to production.  Class E  for standard road going later model saloons.

5.4.3 Parts must be standard Jaguar production specification items unless stated otherwise in these regulations.  

5.4.4 The JEC is particularly anxious that the cars racing are a credit to the Jaguar marque.  All cars taking part in this Racing are expected to be turned out in a manner that respects this objective.

5.4.5 The use of carbon fibre or Kevlar is prohibited apart from in the construction of the drivers seat.

5.5 
Chassis:

5.5.1 Lightening or reducing the chassis is prohibited. Strengthening in the interest of safety is recommended. Seam welding is permitted.

5.5.2 Classes A, B, C & E - Ground clearance must be a minimum of 4” excluding the exhaust system along the centre line of the car from front to rear.

5.5.3 Class D - Ground clearance must be a minimum of 3½” excluding the exhaust system along the centre line of the car from front to rear.

5.6 Bodywork 

5.6.2     Bodywork – Interior

5.6.2.1 Interior trim, headlining and centre console may be removed.

5.6.2.2 Door pockets may be removed.

5.6.2.3 Fitting of a non-standard driver’s seat meeting safety

 requirements is permitted. Passenger seat may be removed.

5.6.2.4     Dashboard, dash top and door trims must be original shape  and size. 2-door cars must retain interior side trim.                

5.6.2.5      Heaters may be removed.   

5.6.2.6     Additional instruments  are permitted.
5.6.3     Bodywork - Exterior

5.6.3.1  Classes A, B, C & E - All body panels must be steel and to    Jaguar specification. These may not be cut away, drilled or altered on outer or inner sections in any way except where specifically permitted. Class D – Panels may be modified but must remain standard in appearance

5.6.3.2    Any part of the wheel arch pressing folded into the wheel arch may be modified (not removed)  to give tyre clearance.

5.6.3.3   Flaring wheel arches is prohibited. 

5.6.3.4   Rear wheel arch lips may be blended into the body as per Coombs on Mk1 and Mk2 cars.

5.6.3.5 Rear wheel arch on 420 and S Type cars may be modified   to the shape of Mk2 to facilitate wheel changing.

5.6.3.6 Provision for brake ducting may be made below front bumper or via an existing body orifice but may not project beyond body line.

5.6.3.7  Bumpers must be fitted in all classes and conform to original shape for model but may be plastic or metal.  Over-riders may be removed.  Finish may be chrome, silver, black or body colour. 

5.6.3.8 Wheel trims, hub caps and detachable rear wheel spats must be removed.

5.6.3.9 Original radiator grilles must be fitted.  Removal of alternate grille bars is allowed.

5.6.3.10 Chrome, glass and body fittings to be retained as original.  Removal of exterior decorative strips is allowed.  Fuel filler caps may be modified/re-sited. Presentation must be in accordance with Para 5.4.4.

5.6.3.11 Classes A  & E - Window winder mechanisms must be retained.

5.6.3.12  Classes B, C & D - Perspex may replace glass in accordance with MSA  regulations

5.6.3.13 IRS cars may have an aperture to a maximum size of 6” x 6” in the boot floor above each brake caliper for the purpose of ducting the brakes.

5.6.3.14 Classes B,C  & D – Bonnet & bootlid hinges may be removed

5.6.3.15 Classes A & E – To retain standard bonnet & boot opening hinges. 

5.6.3.16 All Classes - Additional securing devices may be fitted.

5.7
Engine:

5.7.1 Permitted Modifications

5.7.1.1 All parts must be Jaguar/Daimler series origin specification

 as fitted to standard production Jaguar/Daimler saloons unless otherwise stated.

5.7.1.2 All Classes - Standard cubic capacity for the relevant

            model. Re-boring up to .065” (1.65 mm) permitted.

5.7.1.3 All Classes - May use any original production saloon

             cylinder block for their particular series engine.

5.7.1.4 All Classes - Any original saloon standard production

            cylinder head for that series of engine permitted.

5.7.1.5 Spark plugs must be original in number and position

5.7.1.6 Cylinder Head gas flowing and porting permitted

5.7.1.7 Classes A  & E - Any standard saloon production camshaft

             permitted to original specification.

5.7.1.8 Classes B, C & D - Camshafts free.

5.7.1.9 Classes A, B, C & E - Connecting rods and crankshafts

             must be production Jaguar parts.

5.7.1.10 Class D - Connecting rods and crankshafts free but

               original stroke and number of bearings to be retained.

5.7.1.11 Classes A & E - Pistons to standard production Jaguar 

                specification.

5.7.1.12  Classes B, C & D - Pistons free

5.7.1.13 Classes E - Valve size must remain standard size for

                relevant model

5.7.1.14 Classes B & C - Valve size to maximum : Inlet 1.88”,

               Exhaust 1.63” permitted.

5.7.1.15 Class D - Valves free.

5.7.1.16 Valve springs free in all classes.

5.7.1.17 Camshaft cover breathers permitted.

5.7.4.6 Cooling systems free but radiator must remain in original position.

5.7.5 Induction Systems

5.7.5.1 Classes A, B, C & E - Only standard  production inlet

             manifold castings permitted.  XJR inlet manifold prohibited

             on Class A XJ40 models.

5.7.5.2 Class D - Inlet manifolds free.

5.7.5.3 Air filters may be removed. Induction ram pipes may be

             Substituted

Class D – Number of carbs or throttle bodies to remain the same as fitted to that model or derivatives therof.

5.7.5.4 Ram air/ducting to carburettors allowed, subject to 5.6.3.1


Classes B & D – Standard throttle body may be enlarged.

5.7.5.5 Mechanical forced/induction/supercharging/turbocharging

             prohibited.

5.7.6
Exhaust Systems

5.7.6.1 Class D - Exhaust free.
